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From Vice-Chancellor’s Desk

built campus,  located at 20km away from the great pilgrimage center at Amarkantak and

the Regional Campus located at 25 km away from Imphal, Manipur.

I am immensely delighted to be the part of the efforts of publication of sixth Annual

Report of this rising 7-year old National Tribal University. I wish to convey my best

wishes and greetings to all the members of IGNTU family for having timely support in

completing the preparation of report. I am aware of the facts that we have been facing a

number of obstacles in our endeavors to bring glory and laurels for this university and the

blessings of Goddess Narmada have given us strength in dispelling all hindrances on the

path of our success. That is evident from the remarkable accomplishments of students,

faculty and administrative staff members in the last academic year.

Publication of Annual Report is a customary of each university to showcase the year-long

various academic activities and achievements. Each of the members of my teaching,

administrative staff and friends has selflessly worked for transforming this young

university into a visible education center leaving behind their individual interests.

Notable to mention that a university at the adolescences stage has left no stone unturned

in managing to scale up the gross enrollments in UG and PG programmes in 2013-14

academic year. Admission in various doctoral programmes will be taken up in the current

academic year 2014-15 as it will rekindle interests in young research scholars to be

committed for empirical and actionable research.

Importantly, our university has left behind many contemporary and old

central universities in the utilization of funds.

Our efforts will be concentrated upon improving the quality of education, training and

research along with the gradual increase in intake in various programmes with the quality

of students at the main and regional campus. I firmly believe that fee reduction and

quality teaching will be instrumental in appealing students to join IGNTU as their career

points.  Consolidation in academics and governance is our utmost priority. Any university

is developed brick by brick. Many great universities have been built over the years. This

university is endowed with merits in becoming an internally renowned tribal university,

outshining all other mainstream universities in India and overseas with our dynamic and

committed faculty members. The university has taken efforts in filling 56 teaching and 89

non-teaching positions that will add to 152 faculty members and 145 administrative staff

members respectively.

This university is gifted with the salubrious climate, nature’s beauty and peace-loving

people.  I have been associated with this university since its inception when I was a

member of 11th Five-Year plan UGC expert committee visited in 2008 to recommend the

sanction of funds and positions to this university.

I wish to share with you all that our university will

be acting as a UGC recognized center for documentation and preservation of endangered

tribal languages of tribes in Central India. We are extremely hopeful of receiving the
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grants from UGC for establishment of two Community Colleges at Pendra and Rajendra

Gram for getting connected with the school and college dropout students along with the

homemakers.

We will be making our all strides along with the vision, mission and objectives of this

University to cater educational and research needs of students including tribal students by

adding new professional job-oriented programmes. Enhancing capacity and employability

of students to be independent in mind, thoughts and decisions in finding lucrative

employments is to be given high priority.

The university cannot justify its existence in providing some of the fundamental arts,

science and commerce subjects unless there are engineering and medical courses. Our

long-cherished dream of establishing a hospital-cum-medical college to provide medical

education and services to the tribal and non-tribal population of Amarkantak environs

may be realized with the patronization of Central and State governments.

In pursuance of its objectives and considering the emerging needs of the society,

the University evolved through different Programmes ever since its inception in

2007. It made a modest beginning by starting undergraduate courses in the streams

of humanities, social sciences and commerce. In the following Academic Year

2009-10, B.Sc. (Hons.) was introduced. Three more Masters Programmes namely

Bioinformatics, Communication & Media Studies and Psychology were added in

Academic Year 2010-12. In the last Academic Year i.e. 2012-13, seven new

Masters Programmes in Life Science, Economics, English, Hindi, Political Science

& International Relations, Sociology and Computer Science were started. The

University has offered conducive environment, adequate infrastructure support

and innovative pedagogies to nurture the students who have joined the University

considering unique characteristics of its courses and pedagogy.

1.2. Amarkantak

Situated at 22º 40.9' N. latitude and 81º 45.2' E. longitude, 1067 meters above the

sea level in the district of Anuppur in Madhya Pradesh, Amarkantak perches the

Mekal Mountain that links the Vindhyan and the Satpura ranges. It is about 70

kms away from the district headquarter. Three important rivers i.e. the Narmada,

the Son and the Johila originate from here forming the lifeline of a major part of

the country. The place has its religious importance too. The Kalachuri rulers

constructed a cluster of temples that is still intact, of which, Machhendranath and

Pataleshwar temples are more important. These temples are protected by The

Archaeological Survey of India. There are about 12 temples. The Narmada temple
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is more important among them, which has been built around the springhead of the

river. The temple was built by the Bhonsles of Nagpur. Maharaja Gulab Singh

belonging to the Baghela Dynasty of Rewa, constructed the outer boundary wall of

the temple complex. The geographical set up of Amarkantak has bestowed upon it

the everlasting greenery and serene beauty.

 To take appropriate measures for promoting innovations in teaching learning

process in inter-disciplinary studies and research; and to pay special attention

to the improvement of social, educational and economic conditions and

welfare of the Scheduled Tribes within the Union of India, their intellectual,

academic and cultural development.

11.1 About the Campus

As the jurisdiction of the University extends to the whole country, it has a plan to

open centres in tribal dominated states for which proposals are under way

according to the Act of the University.

In Manipur, there are 33 tribal groups recognized by the Government of India as

Scheduled Tribes (STs) population divided into two main ethno-denominations,

namely Nagas and Chin-kuki-Mizo group. The Naga group consists of Zeliangrong

(Composed of three related tribes, namely, Rongmei or Kabur, and Liangmei and

Zemei or Kacha Nagas), Tangkhul, Mao, Maram, Maring and Tarao. The Chin-

Kuki-Mizo group consists of Gangte, Hmar, Paite, Thadou, Vaiphei, Zou, Aimol,

Chiru, Koireng, Kom, Anal, hothe, Lamgang, Koriao, Thangal, Moyon and

Monsang. In recent times, several Chin-Kuki communities have identified

themselves as Nagas e.g. Anal, Kom, Thangal, etc. depending on socio-economic

and geopolitical advantages to the tribes.

In pursuance of its objectives and considering the emerging needs of the society, 
the University evolved through different Programmes ever since its inception in 
2007. It made a modest beginning by starting undergraduate courses in the streams 
of humanities, social sciences and commerce. In the following Academic Year 
2009-10, B.Sc. (Hons.) was introduced. Three more Masters Programmes namely 
Bioinformatics, Communication & Media Studies and Psychology were added in 
Academic Year 2010-12. In the last Academic Year i.e. 2012-13, seven new 
Masters Programmes in Life Science, Economics, English, Hindi, Political Science 
& International Relations, Sociology and Computer Science were started. The 
University has offered conducive environment, adequate infrastructure support 
and innovative pedagogies to nurture the students who have joined the University 
considering unique characteristics of its courses and pedagogy. 

1.2. Amarkantak 
Situated at 22º 40.9' N. latitude and 81º 45.2' E. longitude, 1067 meters above the 
sea level in the district of Anuppur in Madhya Pradesh, Amarkantak perches the 
Mekal Mountain that links the Vindhyan and the Satpura ranges. It is about 70 
kms away from the district headquarter. Three important rivers i.e. the Narmada, 
the Son and the Johila originate from here forming the lifeline of a major part of 
the country. The place has its religious importance too. The Kalachuri rulers 
constructed a cluster of temples that is still intact, of which, Machhendranath and 
Pataleshwar temples are more important. These temples are protected by The 
Archaeological Survey of India. There are about 12 temples. The Narmada temple 
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is more important among them, which has been built around the springhead of the 
river. The temple was built by the Bhonsles of Nagpur. Maharaja Gulab Singh 
belonging to the Baghela Dynasty of Rewa, constructed the outer boundary wall of 
the temple complex. The geographical set up of Amarkantak has bestowed upon it 
the everlasting greenery and serene beauty.

 To take appropriate measures for promoting the members of tribal 
communities capable of managing, administering and looking after their own 
needs by access to higher education through a University of their own; 

 To disseminate and advance knowledge by providing instructional and 
research facilities in such other branches of learning as it may deem fit; 

 To take appropriate measures for promoting innovations in teaching learning 
process in inter-disciplinary studies and research; and to pay special attention 
to the improvement of social, educational and economic conditions and 
welfare of the Scheduled Tribes within the Union of India, their intellectual, 
academic and cultural development.

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11.  Regional Campus, Manipur 
11.1  About the Campus 

As the jurisdiction of the University extends to the whole country, it has a plan to 
open centres in tribal dominated states for which proposals are under way 
according to the Act of the University. Acting accordingly, the first regional 
campus of University at Manipur was opened on 09.09.2009. It is worth 
mentioning here that the Hon'ble Prime Minister had included the opening of the 
regional campus of Indira Gandhi National Tribal University into his first 
Hundred Days Express Programmes. The Manipur State Government proposed a 
plot of 300 acres in Makhan village at the distance of 25 km from Imphal on 
Imphal-Dimapur National Highway No 39. On the request of the Vice-Chancellor 
the State Government provided the services of the Principal of United College, 
Chandel, Shri Th. Oliver as Officer on Special Duty.  
In Manipur, there are 33 tribal groups recognized by the Government of India as 
Scheduled Tribes (STs) population divided into two main ethno-denominations, 
namely Nagas and Chin-kuki-Mizo group. The Naga group consists of Zeliangrong 
(Composed of three related tribes, namely, Rongmei or Kabur, and Liangmei and 
Zemei or Kacha Nagas), Tangkhul, Mao, Maram, Maring and Tarao. The Chin-
Kuki-Mizo group consists of Gangte, Hmar, Paite, Thadou, Vaiphei, Zou, Aimol, 
Chiru, Koireng, Kom, Anal, hothe, Lamgang, Koriao, Thangal, Moyon and 
Monsang. In recent times, several Chin-Kuki communities have identified 
themselves as Nagas e.g. Anal, Kom, Thangal, etc. depending on socio-economic 
and geopolitical advantages to the tribes.
