At the exit of the British from India in August 1947, India was partitioned into 

two independent nation states- India and Pakistan. The Partition of India had 

devastated millions of lives across the Indian subcontinent. There were riots, 

unrests, violence, animosity, rapes, massacres, looting, starvation, and one of 

the largest forced mass migrations in human history that the world has ever 

witnessed. Millions of people suffered immense loss and endured horrific days 

and nights. The provinces of Punjab and Bengal have faced the consequences 

of the catastrophic riots that claimed thousands of lives and left an indelible 

mark on the psyche of millions of people. The repercussion and trauma 

resulting from Partition are felt and experienced to date. Against this 

backdrop, and as India initiated “Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav” to celebrate 

and commemorate 75 years of Independence, the Indira Gandhi National 

Centre of the Arts (IGNCA) has collaborated with the Indira Gandhi National 

Tribal University (IGNTU), Amarkantak, M.P. for organizing the seminar. It 

is to provide a platform for academic discourses in remembering the struggles 

and sacrifices of our people. The primary objective of organizing these 

events/programs is to create awareness among the general public on the 

tragedy of the Partition of India.

About the University: 

 

Indira Gandhi National Tribal University (IGNTU) came into existence on 8
th
 July 

2008 through the Indira Gandhi National Tribal University Act, 2007. The 

jurisdiction of the University extends to the whole country and is fully funded by 

Central Government through the University Grants Commission. Among its several 

aims and objectives, the University seeks to provide avenues of higher education and 

research facilities for the tribal population of India and to formulate tribal-centric 

development models to make them capable of managing, administering and looking 

after their own needs by access to higher education. Currently, the University consists 

of twelve faculties, of which the Faculty of Social Science is one of the important 

faculty. Since its inception, the faculty has been actively engaged in teaching UG & 

PG courses and organizing National level Seminars, symposiums, guest talks, etc. 

The PhD programme was initiated in the academic year 2013-14 in almost all the 

departments. 

The Department of History came into existence in 2008 under the faculty of 

Social Sciences. Currently, the department is teaching History at the Undergraduate 

(UG), Post Graduate (PG), and PhD levels, emphasizing tribal-related topics. 

 

How to Reach: 

 
The University is situated 25 km to the west of Pendra Road Railway Station 

(Chhattishgarh) on the Katni-Bilaspur track of South-West Central Railway. Almost 

all the trains on this track halt for at least two minutes at this station. It can also be 

reached by bus, as there is a good frequency of buses from Jabalpur, Raipur, 

Bilaspur, Rewa, Shahdol, Dindori and Anuppur. 

Amarkantak can be approached by air through Jabalpur (M.P) in the West and Raipur 

(Chhattisgarh) in the East. 

Nearest Airport: 

1. Jabalpur - Distance 225 KM from University. 

2. Raipur - Distance 250 KM from University. 

 

Nearest Railway Station: 
1. Pendra Road - Distance 25 KM from University.
